1. This chapter deals with those
disassembly and assembly
operations which the user may
perform for routine maintenance
of the submachine gun.
Disassembly of other parts by a
soldier is not recommended.

2. Disassembly must be carried
out on a clean surface.

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CLEANING

GENERAL
Comprehensive knowledge of how
10 service and handle submachine
guns (SM.G) is of great
importance. Experience has snown
that most failures which occur
while operating the submachine
qun are due to negligence in
maintenance.

Special attention must be paid to
cleaning, lubricating and
inspecting the weapon. This will
determine whether or not the
weapon functions properly when
you need it. In order to maintain
accuracy, the barrel must be
serviced thoroughly. The receiver,

the bolt assembly and other
moving parts of the submachine
qun must be kept clean and lightly
iubricated to ensure proper
operation. Care and cleaning
include the magazines, which
must be kept free from rust, grit,
etc.. in order to function properly.
